Emphasis is 
on students doing the work of scientists by using 
laboratory experiences and by discussing current 
impacts of science and society.  Activities may be 
differentiated to accommodate the various needs of 
students.
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However, the laboratory experiences are expanded to 
include more experimental design, develop accurate 
conclusions, and apply research techniques.  Varied 
assessments, which emphasize topic application and 
problem solving techniques, may be utilized to assess 
each student’s mastery of the concepts studied.  A 
science fair project that includes independent research 
and a display board or oral presentation is required.
