Seniors are ranked as an entire class. Class rank is determined
by using the weighted Grade Point Average (GPA) in each of the
four high school years. All yearly GPA’s are equal in weight and
calculated on the basis of final grades. All courses receiving a
letter grade are used to determine GPA. Courses taken outside
of Parkland High School are not used in GPA calculation.
Honors and Advanced Placements courses normally carry
weighted grades, however, any grade below C in these courses
does not receive weighted value.

At the conclusion of the junior year, members of the Parkland
High School class of 2012 had earned weighted grade point
averages within the GPA bands indicated at right. GPA’s are
cumulative for grades 9, 10, and 11.
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
